My husband and I moved to Greenville from Lubbock, 
Texas, back in 1992. Greenville is by far the better place 
to live. There is so much more nature here to enjoy—
trees and nice weather. People are a lot nicer as well.  
     My son Kyle and I have been involved with CCA for 
about 2½ years, since Christmas of 2007. We used to 
have four cats. Two of them had recently died from 
cancer-related illness and the third died in October from 
old age (19 years old). We waited to get additional cats 
until she passed away, so that she did not feel she was 
being replaced. The one remaining cat we had was 
actually an indoor feral that we had for 12 years, and now 
he was lonesome.  
     We approached Kathy Hess one Sunday at PetSmart®, 
and she sent us to one of her foster parents to look at a 
kitty that she was trying to place. That particular kitty did 
not want anything to do with us, but her three kittens 
loved playing with my son Kyle who had just turned 10. 
He fell in love with all three, but we did not have the 
heart to take them away from the foster parent because 
we could tell that she loved them, too. Then later, we 
visited the CCA booth at the Holiday Fair, and the three 
kittens were there! So we decided if she was willing to 
adopt them out at the Holiday Fair, that she must truly be 
looking for good homes, and we wanted to be that home! 
We wanted one, but were talked into two. But which two? 
The foster mom had a favorite, so we took the other two, 
Beardsley and Marco. And we love them very much! 
     Immediately after the adoptions, we decided to 
become volunteers for CCA. Every Saturday, we would 
clean cages and play with the kitties at the PetSmart on 
Wade Hampton Blvd. On Sundays, we would also set up 
an adoption table at the front of the store, and took 
donations for our CCA magnets and jewelry. We did this 
for several months, but then landed with Kathy Hess’ 
group at the PetSmart on Laurens Rd. Now, every Sunday 
we help with the adoptions there, as well as at cat shows, 
home shows and holiday fairs.  
     We were soon up to 5 kitties, because we adopted 2 
more rescues. We also have a rescued dog, who is 
currently 15 years old and not in very good health. He  

has a heart condition, and we are just trying to make his 
last days as comfortable as possible. Our indoor feral 
also died this past fall. He was 15 as well. 
     There are two reasons we selected CCA over other 
rescue groups. First, we are a no kill group. I could 
never volunteer with any group that euthanized 
because there were not enough homes for their 
animals. And second, we take such care finding our 
rescues good homes. We don’t send them home with 
just anyone. We check their references prior to making 
any decisions. We follow up later on as well to make 
sure the adoption is still a good fit.  
     Our favorite part of volunteering is the special 
events. Kyle loves talking to customers and trying to 
get donations for our magnets and jewelry to keep our 
program funded. He also loves petting and playing with 
our cats. I think this is beneficial because we can inform 
potential owners if the cat they are interested in likes 
children. My favorite part of volunteering is, of course, 
being around cats and helping find a home for them. 
But I also like volunteering because I get to spend time 
with my son, doing something we both love. I am so 
very proud of him and the charitable work he does. I 
know that I would not be a very good foster parent. If I 
ever agreed to foster, I know I would not ever be able 
to give them up. I know this from experience. It’s 
happened!
